e Small show of works

(group/individual)

*Restrictions: Events cannot permanently alter or damage the property, cannot contain any illegal
acts and cannot include the use of pyrotechnics.

Events can be scheduled for daytime or evenings Mondays-Saturdays. Ongoing exhibitions can
be open to the public during limited business hours. Artists can visit the space for inspiration and
should make an appointment beforehand by calling Kristina at 202.234.7103 x 2

Artists / Curators are responsible for supplying all equipment to carry out their event. Some AV
and display equipment may be available on case-by-case basis.

Interested applicants must be current members of WPA, and should submit the following:

* Name, address, contact number and email

* Statement describing their ‘COUP’

* preferred dates/times (note: events are scheduled year round and take at least 2 weeks
to be reviewed and processed)

* Supplementary materials such as: Images, video clips, resumes/bios, press clippings,
etc. Limit these materials to 5 items (in addition to the statement/description of your
event).
